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Long island Pedalers for a Cure To Celebrate  Seventh  Anniversary 

On September 26th , 2009 The Long Island Pedalers For A Cure will hold their 

7th annual bike ride to raise money for ñThe Jimmy Fundò of Dana Farber 

Cancer research Hospital in Boston, Massachusetts.  Although not a  Moose 

function,  three of the Pedalers are members of Port Jefferson Lodge #1379 

and eight are members of the Port Jefferson Chapter  901.  The Lodge and the 

Chapter both support the Pedalers with financial donations..  

In the past six years the Pedalers For a Cure have raised over $70,000 from 

their rides which travel routes through a number of Long Island villages for a 

total of 42 miles. The riders start to gather at 6:30 am at the Brookhaven, L.I. 

Ecology Center at Holtville for a Continental breakfast of coffee, tea,  juice, 

bagels, coffee cake and other goodies. They are supplied with energy bars and 

trail mix to take with them on the ride. The ride begins at 8:00 am with an 

opening prayer and the riders are on their way. Volunteers are stationed all 

along the  route supplying bottles of water, and cheering the riders on. There 

are two rest stops where riders can refresh with water and juices, sandwiches, 

nuts, chocolate, oranges and  trail mix. The ride ends with the return to the 

Ecology Center where volunteers have been preparing a bar-b-cue for them. 

Hot dogs, hamburgers, salads, soda, cake and cookies are provided. In 2008 

their were 59 riders and the each year the number of riders increase.  

The origin of the Long Island Pedalers For a Cure started in 2001 when two 

cousins , both members of Port Jefferson chapter 901, Mary Capuano and Ann 

Marie Hughes, embarked on a 192 mile bicycle journey across the state of 

Massachusetts. They were part of a contingent of 3,100 bike riders participat-

ing in the Pan Mass Challenge, which is a grueling bike trek from Sturbridge, 

MA.  to Provincetown, MA   for the purpose of raising money for cancer re-

search.  Joining Ann Marie and Mary were Maryôs fianc® (now her husband) 

Mike Fitzgerald and Maryôs paternal Cousin Christine Capuano. They formed 

a team they called Pattieôs Pedalers in honor of Maryôs mother Pattie Capuano,  

who was also a member of Chapter 901, who succumbed to cancer in May 

1999. Supporting them were 12 members of Port Jefferson Lodge and Chapter. 

The trip took two days  with an overnight stopover, and Pattieôs Pedalers 

reached Provincetown after a total 14 hours on the bikes.  

 

In 2002 another  Port Jefferson Chapter member, Pattieôs 

niece, Bernadette Kaminski, joined her cousins for the ride. It 

should be noted that each rider had to raise $1500.00 in dona-

tions, quite a sum. In addition all of the riders as well as the 

supporters, had to traveled to Massachusetts  from Long Island 

and stay at a hotel in Sturbridge the first night and  at Province-

town the second night. Added to this was the cost for meals 

and it all came to a lot of money. Ann Marie decided that we 

could have our own ride on Long Island and save the expenses 

of all the travel to Massachusetts. A meeting was held at Ann 

Marie's home during the winter of 2002 and the basics  of such 

a venture was hammered out. After several more meetings, 

Pedalers For A Cure was born. Although Ann Marie became 

one of Pattieôs Pedalers in honor of her aunt, she also did so in 

honor of her  father, Tom Hughes, another Port Jefferson 

Lodge member, who passed away in 1992 from cancer.  

 

 

From a humble beginning with about 16 riders, as mentioned 

above, the Long Island Pedalers For a Cure is looking forward 

to 75 riders this year, with the hope that the money raised will 

for cancer research will be rewarded with a cure for this dread 

disease.  Many of the riders have loved ones that passed away 

as a result of cancer, or are survivors  or are themselves can-

cer survivors,

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The Metropolitan/long Island Council of Higher Degrees continued its 34 year 

Scholarship Award Program with four $1000.00  scholarships  to 2009 High School 

Graduates who are children of members from the 3rd and 4th Districts.. The schol-

arship winners are chosen by a lottery method in which each application is shuffled, 

turned over, and a number is placed on the back at random. No one knows which 

application is which. Ping pong balls with corresponding numbers are placed in a 

shopping bag and numbers are drawn one at a time. The number drawn is then 

compared to the numbers on the back of the application, which is then turned over to reveal the name of the 

winner. This is done until all scholarship winners are drawn. Alternate winners are also drawn at the same 

time incase one or more of the winners does not attend college.  

 

At the time of its inception in 1975 the scholarships were for $500.00 a year for four years, and only one 

scholarship was awarded. As time went by the Council was financially able to award two, four year scholar-

ships at $500.00 per year. The scholarships were, and still are, funded by an annual raffle and the proceeds 

from a dinner/dance honoring the Jr. Past President. This dinner/dance is in according to the by-laws set 

down by Moose International, however, so that members will know that the proceeds go to the scholarship 

fund, It has been named the Dollars for Scholars dinner/dance, Honoring the Jr. Past President. 

In Times past both the raffle and the dinner/dance was highly successful allowing for the Council to cover 

the cost of the scholarships, which amounted to $4,000.00 per year. Unfortunately, both the raffle sales and 

the attendance at the dinner/dance dropped off more and more each year. It was apparent that if that trend 

continued the Council would not have sufficient funds to cover the existing scholarships, let alone two more 

four year scholarships. The Council Scholarship Committee recommended giving only one, one-time Schol-

arship award of $500.00 and that each year in September the Committee would review the Council finances 

and make a decision on how many one-time awards could be made for the following year.   

The income of the Council has increased, not only from raffles and the dinner, but also from donations from 

Lodge, Chapters and individual members. The addition of almost 500 Moose legionnaires to the roster of the 

Council of Higher Degrees has also been beneficial to the Scholarship Fund. In the past few years the Coun-

cil has raised the amount of awards and number of recipients several times. The 2009 awards went to four 

students and totaled $1,000.00 each.
